The Junior League of Fayetteville is a community volunteer organization with over 400 local volunteers.  We began as a Junior Service League in 1960 and became the Junior League of Fayetteville in 1977.  Junior League of Fayetteville volunteers partner with various agencies to effect change in area of child health and welfare.  The Junior League of Fayetteville is a member of the Association of Junior Leagues International (AJLI), which has 290 member Junior Leagues and 160,000 members internationally. 
Mission:  

The Junior League of Fayetteville, Inc. is an organization of women committed to promoting voluntarism, developing the potential of women, and improving the community through the effective action and leadership of trained volunteers. Its purpose is exclusively educational and charitable. The Junior League of Fayetteville, Inc. reaches out to women of all races, religions, and national origins who demonstrate an interest in and a commitment to voluntarism.
Focus:

The Junior League of Fayetteville recognizes that the health and welfare of our society depends on the health and welfare of its children.  We commit our programs, projects, and advocacy to ensuring children ages 0 to 18 have the opportunity and services essential to their physical, intellectual, emotional, and social well being.

Community Service Projects:

Community Service Projects are an opportunity for the Junior League of Fayetteville to collaborate in a partnership with many other vital organizations that serve our community. The size and scope of these projects range from Community Assistance Projects accepted annually by our Community Research Development Committee, to Signature Project Partnerships that continue from one to three years. The JLF accepts the “best fit” projects that are aligned with our mission and area of focus. We are very proud of our past projects, both large and small.
Community Assistance Program Fund

Dear Prospective Applicant:

Thank you for your interest in the Junior League of Fayetteville’s Community Assistance Program (CAP) Fund. The needs of our community have always been a priority to the Junior League. We are proud to support some of those needs with our CAP Fund. The purposes of the CAP Fund are to enable the Junior League to respond to community requests for financial assistance involving critical human needs or emergency situations and to return money quickly to our community.  In order to achieve these goals and help as many viable programs and projects in the community as possible, please be aware that all funding awards are dependent upon on the number of applications received and the availability of funds.

The following criteria have been established for applicants requesting CAP Fund Grants:

1. The JLF has chosen to focus support on the needs of children; therefore funding requests must be used to meet a unique or vital community need involving children in Cumberland, Bladen, Harnett, Hoke, Lee, Moore, Robeson and Sampson Counties.

2. The maximum award amount per applicant per grant cycle is $3000.00

3. Recipient agencies may not receive Community Service Funds again for two consecutive years.

4. Funds shall be used to benefit agencies or programs directly in one of the following ways:

· Implementation of new programs

· Capital expenditures

· To augment general operating expenses

· Emergency funds

· Specialized training related to the program

5. Requests for capital campaigns, fundraising, salaries, sectarian religious projects, scholarships, and long-term funding will not be considered.
6. Agencies must be a 501 (c) (3) nonprofit according to IRS regulations and must demonstrate financial stability.
7. Recipients must agree to submit receipts and grant report(s) as detailed in their grant award letter.

8. Recipients must agree to assist with JLF marketing efforts as outlined in their grant award letter (such as printing JLF logo on grant materials and on website, displaying brochures within their organization, etc…).
